Immunization for Teens

Teens need a booster for tetanus and
diphtheria vaccines ten years after the
preschool booster, usualy between 14
and 16 years of age. This vaccine is
mandatory in Ontario and is provided
freeto all students.

The vaccine recommended  for
adolescents is cdled Adacel. This
vaccine has added protection against
whooping cough, or pertussis.
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Whooping cough still frequently occurs
in Ontario. The Canadian Pediatric
Society reports that many teenagers are
diagnosed with whooping cough. This
can be a serious illness with severe
coughing spells, shortness of breath, and
weight loss due to difficulty eating and
vomiting. These symptoms can cause
sleep disruptions, fatigue, and missed
days at school. The coughing spells can
last for 2 to 3 weeks, and the illness can
last from 6 to 12 weeks. For more

Ontario students are required to have
up-to-date immunization, including the
booster dose for tetanus and diphtheria.

Database resources for Lisgar’s students
have changed. The Ontario government
funds Knowledge Ontario to provide our
students with access to electronic
databases. Contracts have been
renegotiated and, as a result, students
now have access to a wider range of
French language resources through
Eureka.cc. Students continue to be able
to access a wide range of databases
through Gae€e's Infotrac  service.
EBSCO’'s Canadian Reference Centre
has been dropped but their Canadian
Points of View and Auto Repair Centre
have been added. Rosen Publishing's
Teen Health and Wellness Host has also
been added to the list of databases
provided through Knowledge Ontario.
With the exception of Eureka.cc, all of
these services are available to students
from home via the Internet (using
passwords that are available in the
Lisgar Learning Resource Centre and
Library).

The Leaning Resource Centre and
Library’s website has been busy since it
was launched at the beginning of this
school year. Early in February it was
linked to Clustrmaps to see where our
virtual visitors were coming from.
Although the vast mgjority of traffic is
generated by our own students, we are

surprised to have had on-line visitors
from twenty-three countries including
the United States, the United Kingdom,
India, Germany, China, Belgium, Japan,
Spain, Tawan, Vietnam, Austraia,
Costa Rica, Switzerland, Denmark,
Malaysia, Colombia , Austria, Serbia,
Turkey, Hong Kong, United Arab
Emirates, Mexico, Korea, Portugal and
Italy.

Books continue to be well utilized at
Lisgar. Between September and April
the number of books signed out has
increased more than 18.5% over the
previous year and it is up more than
27.5% compared with the same period
two years ago. Of the 42 students who
have responded to the Learning
Resource Centre and Library’s on-line
survey (Go to Lisgar.ca =>Library=>Be
Heard.), 48.7% said they were
somewhat satisfied and could often find
the information they were seeking in the
non-fiction collection. Efforts to
improve the non-fiction collection
continue. There was a higher level of
satisfaction with the fiction collection
where 33%, the largest segment of
survey respondents, said they were
satisfied because they could usudly find
the books they needed or wanted to read
in the our collection.
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In part, the relatively positive rating of
the fiction collection is thanks to
generous donations of contemporary
fiction from parents, staff and friends of

the school. Their support is much
appreciated.
