University & College

All graduating students who have
applied to Ontario universities and
colleges should check the OUAC
(Ontario  Universities  Application
Centre) and OCAS (Ontario College
Application Service) websites regularly
and carefully, ensuring that your
academic information is correct. On
June 29th, final marks will be sent from

Lisgar to the school board for

transmission to OCAS and OUAC.

If you have taken anight school course, on-
line course, correspondence course, or a
Saturday school course, your marks should
gppear on your OUAC and/or OCAS site.
It is imperative that you check your site to
ensure that ALL INFORMATION is
correct. ' You must notify the Counsdlling
Technician immediatdy if your night
school, on-line course, correspondence

course, or Saturday school course
information has not been pogted on your
OUAC or OCAS website.

Out-of-Province Applications
Attention graduating students who have
applied to an out-of-province institution:
Remember to request your report card
be sent after each reporting period by
completing a request form in the binder
in the Counselling office. We do not
automatically send out these report
cards. You must fill out a separate
request form for the June report card
and/or transcript to be sent to the
ingtitution(s) of your choice.

Deferrals

Sometimes students are given a deferra
by Ontario universities or colleges in
May or June. This means that the
institution requires the student to submit
hig/her final marks from June directly to
the university/college in early July,
before an offer of admission will be
made. It isthe sole responsibility of the
student to send these final marks
directly to the university if the marks are
required prior to July 8th, 2009.

Summer School Resultsfor Grads
Fina marks obtained at summer school
2009 should be sent BY THE
STUDENT directly to the university or
college you wish to attend.

What To Do If You Have Not Been
Offered A Spot At Univerdty Or College
Qudified students applying for admission to
an Ontario university who did not receive an
offr of admisson can inquire about
possble openings a other Ontaio
universities through OUAC between June 3,
2009 and August 22, 2009, by vidting this
webste  www.ouac.on.ca Go to
"Admisson Information Referrd Service'.
You can cdl OUAC Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday & Friday from 9:00 am. to 4:30
pm., and on Thursdays from 10:00 am to
4:30 pm at (519) 823-1940, extension 10.

For Ontario colleges, vidit this website;
www.ontariocolleges.ca. Click on “Find’
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and go to “Program Availahility". OCAS
offers a telephone inquiry toll free line a
1-888-892-2228, Monday to Friday from
8:30 am. to 5:00 p.m.

You might be able to do a course a
summer school to raise your marks. Cal
the university or college you hope to attend
to let them know that you plan to attend
summer school. Ask the ingtitution if this
might earn you an offer of admission. Let
them know that you are keen on attending
their ingtitution.

If you need to raise your marks overall,
you might wish to do another year or
semester of high school to upgrade your
marks. If you decide to return to Lisgar,
call the Lisgar main office to get a
registration appointment. When you
call, mention that you are a returning
Lisgar student.

Community Involvement:Parents and
students are reminded that 40 hours of
documented community involvement
(volunteer work) are required in order to
graduate from al high schools in
Ontario. Blank forms can be picked up
in Student Services, and completed
forms should be returned to the main
office.  Ideally, students will have
completed their 40 hours by the end of
Grade 10, so that they do not have to
rush to finish them.

Special Education Program

Lisgar students have support available
from a variety of staff who have specia
education qualifications and who will
work with teachers to ensure that
students accommodations are
implemented and that students receive
remedial assistance as required. This
team includes our learning support
teachers, counsellors, student success
teacher, a vice-principa, and our
educational assistants.

"University Matters' is a transition
guide for students entering first year
university to help them make good life
choices and get the most out of their
university experience.
