Social Sciences 
 
At the beginning of September we 
welcomed Mr. Shuck to teach Grade 9 
and 11 Geography classes.

A number of 
Grade 11 Sociology students attended a 
conference entitiled  "In Love and In 
Danger" with Mr. Buschlen, while 
several senior Politics, World Issues, 
International Law and International 
Business classes were fortunate to hear 
Allan Rock (former Cabinet Minister 
and president of Ottawa U.) speak about 
"Protecting Human Rights". Back in 
early September, the AP History class 
visited the National Gallery and viewed 
the collection of European Art dating 
from the Renaissance to the Twentieth 
Century.  Students were excited to see 
masterpieces by Tintoretto, Peter Paul 
Rubens, Jacques-Louis David and 
Vincent Van Gogh. As part of their unit 
on Ancient Egypt, students in the Grade 
11 World History classes have had the 
opportunity to study artifacts such as a 
necklace, a linen and glass fragment, 
and amulets from ancient times 
provided by the Royal Ontario Museum.

He also discusses how the 
yearbook digitization project 
undertaken by the alumni association 
brought him into contact with a former 
Lisgar student, Boudewijn van Oor t,  
who has recently published an account 
of his childhood experiences in 
Japanese internment camps in Java 
during World War II.

(October).  Amongst the books on 
display were several titles by Lisgar 
graduate and film historian John Kobal 
and a variety of other titles ranging from 
Transfusion:  A Canadian Surgeon’s 
Story in War and in Peace by Dr. 
Norman Miles Guiou and Old Scores, 
New Goals, The Story of the Ottawa 
Senators by Joan Finnigan to Adrienne 
Clarkson’s 1968 novel, A Lover More 
Condoling.  For a more extensive list of 
titles in the library collection written by 
members of Lisgar’s alumni visit the 
library web site. 
 

Moving into the twenty-first century, 
three classes have participated in Wiki 
bookclubs facilitated by the library.  
Mr . Gr ills’  Leadership classes and Ms. 
Cutt’s and Ms. Hammond’s grade ten 
English classes have been reading and 
discussing a variety of non-fiction 
books using wikis.  Limited results 
from an on-line survey of participants 
from the English class indicate 
although most students wrote less than 
they might have done in a traditional 
written response, they spent more time 
talking about the books they read and 
felt that they had a better understanding 
of their reading as a result of the 
exchange of comments using the Wiki. 
 
Over 200 new titles have been added to 
the library collection so far this year.  
They range from The Chickens Fight 
Back:  Pandemic Panics and Deadly 
Diseases and My Anxious Mind: A 
Teen’s Guide to Managing Anxiety and 
Panic to The Manga Guide to Calculus 
and Our Story:  Aboriginal Voices on 
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Canada’s Past. Book circulation 
increased almost 20% in September and 
October this year compared with the 
same period last year. Thanks to Adam 
Stone who has been volunteering in the 
library to help with re-shelving all those 
extra books that students and teachers 
have been reading! 
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On July 21-24, 2009, Lisgar student, 
Karoly Szalay won the competition 
at the 2009 Canadian Youth Chess 
Championships held in Victoria, BC. 
This is an official 
national championship which is held 
once a year and it is a qualifier to 
select the winners that represent 
Canada at the World Youth Chess 
Championships (WYCC). Karoly is 
the champion of U16 category. 
Therefore, he is a member 
of Canadian Youth chess team and 
he will represent Canadian kids 
competing in the 2009 WYCC in 
Turkey from November 11 to 
November 23.  
 

Also, on June 25-29, 2009, Karoly 
competed in the Philadelphia 
International Championship in 
downtown Philadelphia. He tied 
for first in the U2200 (this is adult 
tournament and many professional 
players from other countries played 
here). 
 
On June 29 to July 5th, he played 
in World Open in Philadelphia in 
the same location. There were 
1200 players who come from all 
over the world to compete. 
 

On July 5th-6th, Karoly played in 
the World Blitz (5 minutes for the 
entire game) tournament. Karoly 
always enjoy quick games. 
There were 91 players in the 
open (top) category. He scored 
7/10 and ranked 7th.

UNIVERSITY  &   COLLEGE  
INFORMATION: 
 
Our school’s Grade 12 students are in 
the process of choosing which 
universities/colleges and programs they 
want to attend next fall. On October 
6th, our graduating students attended a 
university and college information 
assembly given by the counsellors 
about researching programs, admission 
requirements, application procedures, 
financial aid, and scholarships. Other 
post-secondary choices such as 
apprenticeship and work were 
presented too.  
 

Many different universities have 
visited Lisgar in September, October, 
and November to recruit our students, 
and to provide information about 
programs, scholarships, and life on 
campus. The visit schedule is posted on 
the website at lisgar.ca 
 
On November 5th, we took students 
who were interested in applying to 
college to Algonquin College’s Open 
House event. 
 

On the evening of October 14th, Lisgar 
held a Post-Secondary Information 
presentation for all parents of grade 11 
and 12 students.  Topics covered were 
post-secondary options such as work, 
apprenticeship, university, and college. 
 

Application forms for Ontario 
universities and colleges will be done 
online by the students, and most 
students will probably do this at home. 
(Internet access is available at school in 
the computer labs and the library). 
Students applying to Ontario universities 
are encouraged to apply online as early 
as possible, starting in late November. 
Ontario universities will give equal 
consideration to applications received by 
January 13th, 2010. Students applying to 
Ontario colleges have already started to 
do their applications.  Ontario colleges 
will give equal consideration for 
applications received by February 1st, 
2010.  Please check our website for 
detailed information at:  lisgar.ca.  (Look 
toward the bottom of the home page 
under University/College Information) 
 

On Tuesday, December 8th, a 
lunchtime workshop will be held in a 
computer lab, (room 204), for any 
students who would like assistance 
doing their online applications. 
 
PLEASE NOTE that we recommend 
that all Lisgar students have completed 
their online applications for college and 
university by January 1st, 2010.

ATTENTION GRADUATES! 
 

Community Involvement: 
 

Parents and students are reminded that 
40 hours of documented community 
involvement (volunteer work) are 
required in order to graduate from all 
high schools in Ontario. We 
recommend that graduating students 
have their 40 hours completed by 
January 1st, 2010. Blank forms can be 
picked up in Student Services, and 
completed forms should be returned to 
the main office.  Ideally, students will 
have completed their 40 hours by the 
end of Grade 10, so that they do not 
have to rush to finish them. 
 

INTERNATIONAL ADVANCED 
PLACEMENT (AP) COURSES: 
 

Lisgar students are able to take 
Advanced Placement Courses (AP).  

The Advanced Placement Program 
provides motivated and academically 
prepared students with the opportunity 
to demonstrate evidence of university-
level studies while still in high school, 
and to earn advanced standing in their 
first year of university.  To earn 
advanced standing, students must 
perform well on the AP Exams at 
Lisgar in May.  AP is a highly 
respected, very large, academically 
demanding, well known, and well 
respected program. A grade of 4 or 
higher on the May exam is accepted as 
equivalent to a credit for a first year 
course at most universities.  (Some 
universities will consider a grade of 3.)  
 

AP Scholar  Awards 
 
Ten students at Lisgar have earned AP 
Scholar Awards in recognition of their 
exceptional achievement on the 2009 
AP Exams.   About 18 percent of the 
nearly 1.7 million students worldwide 
who took AP Exams performed at a 
sufficiently high level to also earn an 
AP Scholar Award.  The College Board 
recognizes several levels of 
achievement based on students’  
performance on AP Exams. 
    
Ten of Lisgar’s AP students achieved 
AP grade averages of 4.6 or higher.  
Three of these students qualified for 
the “National AP Scholar Award” by 
earning an average grade of 4 or higher 
on a five-point scale on all AP Exams 
taken, and grades of 4 or higher on 
eight or more of these exams.  These 
three students are Jennifer  Hurd, 
Sarah Mackenzie and Jasmine Song.  
These students also qualified for the 
“Scholar with Distinction Award” .  
Special mention goes to Jennifer  
Hurd who has earned the 
“ International Diploma”  by achieving 
grades of 4+ in 6 disciplines (even 
before completing the requirements for 
the OSSD.) 
 

Four students qualified for the “Scholar 
with Honor Award”  by earning an 
average grade of at least 3.25 on all AP 
Exams taken, and grades of 3 or higher 
on four or more of these exams.  These 

students are Ran Hou, Sophie 
Rusnock, Er in Scothorn, and 
Edward Zhang. 
 

Three students qualified for the 
“Scholar Award”  by completing three 
or more AP Exams with grades of 3 or 
higher.  The AP Scholars are Jeremy 
Chitpin, L ing Du, and Clara Lu. 
 

Lisgar’s “School AP Grade Average”  
is 4.85!

In this program, 
each Lisgar student is paired up with a 
student from York St. Public School, 
and together they read and do fun 
activities. This program is aimed at 
improving the reading and social skills 
of the younger students while giving 
the Lisgar students a chance to apply 
their leadership and peer support skills 
in the community. This program will 
last for the rest of the school year.
