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Czech it out, European Style: March 
Break 2010 – Olivia Frank 
 
The bell rings at 1:40 on March 12, and 51 
excited students head to the music rooms 
to prepare for departure. The luggage is 
packed, the instruments are labeled, and 
the groups are coordinated, as the bus is 
loaded, aiming to leave at 2:30 sharp. 
After bidding farewell to the undoubtedly 
nervous parents, the bus pulls out of the 
turning circle, to the open road, on the way 
to a great adventure. 
 
Day 1: The bus from Ottawa to Dorval 
airport, Montreal was followed by a 
flight from Montreal to London, then 
another flight the next morning from 
London to Berlin, Germany.  
 
Day 2: Outside the Berlin airport, there 
was a slight delay due to the airline not 
putting Philip Tsang’s instrument on the 
same flight, though it was later delivered 
to the hotel in Leipzig. Then a bus was 
taken from Berlin to Leipzig, to the 
Ramada hotel for the rest of the day. 
 
Day 3: After buffet breakfast, the group 
set out for the St. Thomas Church, 
completing a bus tour and walking tour 
afterwards of the main sites in Leipzig, 
including the largest war monument in 
Europe, and the new and old city halls. 
In the afternoon, the group enjoyed a 
visit to Mendelssohn’s House and in the 
evening, a performance of La Traviata 
at the Leipzig Opera House. 
 
Day 4: A bus ride, departing in the 
morning, took the group to Köthen, a 
small town just outside of Leipzig, a 
place where Bach spent much time. 
Sites included tours to Köthen castle, 
Bach Memorial, and the Hall of 
Mirrors, where many from the group 
were able to try on an example of a wig 
that Bach would have worn. Later on, 
the group did their first performance, at 
St. Agnus Church, before returning to 
the hotel, then performing again at a 
school for young musicians.  
 
Day 5: A morning tour of The Museum 
of Musical instruments was preceded by 
a trip to Weimar, a great cultural town, 
home at one point to Liszt and Bach, 
among others. Sites included Ducal 
Palace and the National Theatre. This 
was the night for a third performance, at 
yet another church. 

Day 6: Walking tours of Dresden 
(seeing Dresden Castle and many 
churches), then Graupa (visiting the 
Richard Wagner museum), helped to 
stretch out the legs of the group, prior to 
a long bus ride to Prague. After 
checking in to the hotel, the group took 
a walking tour to see Prague by night. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 Czech it Out! 
Day 7: The morning provided a guided 
tour of Prague, including Hradcany 
Castle, St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old 
Town, and the Astronomical Clock. The 
afternoon featured a tour of Prague 
Castle, one of the biggest castles in the 
world, where the Czech Crown jewels 
are held. The end of the day we were 
treated to a Dinner and Folkloric 
presentation at a local Czech restaurant. 
 
Day 8: Half the day was devoted to a 
visit to Karlstejn Castle, holding one of 
the largest collections of Gothic panel 
paintings in the world. The group 
returned to The Old Town Square to set 
up instruments in the Church of St. 
Nicholas for their final performance of 
the trip. The performance was followed 
by trip to the State Opera by Metro to 
watch The Magic Flute. 
 
Day 9: The group went to the airport 
together, but had to go in 2 groups to 
London due to the British Airway 
Strike. From Heathrow, the group took 
a bus to a hotel in Croydon for the rest 
of the day. 
 
Day 10 (extra day 1): Part of the group 
made it home over the course of the day, 
part ended up in a hotel in Toronto, and 
the rest spent the day exploring London. 
 
Day 11 (extra day 2): Part of the group 
that was left made it home from 
Toronto before lunch, part spent the 
entire day traveling, and the rest ended 
up in a hotel in New York. 
 

Day 12 (extra day 3) : Part of the group 
that was left made it home at 2 :00 a.m., 
and the rest made it home around noon. 
 
There can be no doubt of the excitement 
and adventure during the trip that lasted 
on the way home as well; an interesting 
conclusion to a fantastic and marvelous 
trip that will not soon be forgotten. A 
huge thanks goes out to Mr. Arr igo, Ms. 
Mennill, Mr. Desjardins, Mr. Bradley, 
and Mrs. Bradley, without whom this 
trip could not have taken place.

warehouse tours – all part of our trip 
next October 7th and 8th.  To participate, 
students must sign up now!  We have 
extended the deadline until May 6th to 
ensure that no one misses out!  We will 
be seeing the following three shows: 
Andrew Lloyd Webber’s Evita, Cole 
Porter’s Kiss Me Kate (a contemporary 
version Shakespeare’s Taming of the 
Shrew), and Shakespeare’s comedy As 
You Like It.  Having traveled by coach, 
we will check in at the charming Albert 
Street Inn in downtown Stratford (home 
of Justin Bieber!) to freshen up before 
the first performance.  The cost of this 
excursion is only $296.00.  Forms are 
available in the English office.   
 
AP Exams are coming up very soon.  
Review sessions for the AP Literature 
(ENG4UR) exam will be held on April 
27th, April 30th, and May 4th in 
preparation for the May 6th exam.  The 
AP English Language and Composition 
(EWC4UR) exam will occur on May 
12th; both exams begin at 7:30 a.m. 
 
On May 18th, all current Grade 11 
English students have the opportunity to 
attend the Classical Theatre Company’s 
production of Macbeth at Carleton 
University’s Alumni Theatre.  The 
details of the trip will be announced to 
students in class; the cost is $ 24.00 per 
student.  We highly encourage students 
to participate as it will be great review 
of the play prior to the exam.  
 

Languages 

 

During the week of April 12 to 16, 2010, 
Lisgar’s Grade 12 Extended French 
students were invited to participate in an 
OCDSB pilot project, which involved 
writing the Diplome d©Etudes en Langue 
Francaise (DELF) examination. The 
OCDSB has chosen to pilot this French 
proficiency test, which has been endorsed 
by the Council of Ministers of Education. 
The Common European Framework of 
Reference (CEFR) is a globally-accepted 
language assessment tool that is divided 
into six levels of proficiency – A1, A2, 

B1, B2, C1, and C2.  DELF is an 
accredited examination that determines a 
student’s level of proficiency across the 
four competencies of listening, speaking, 
reading, and writing.  
 
The OCDSB pilot for the DELF included 
approximately 150 randomly-selected 
students taking grade 12 Core French, 
Extended, and French Immersion 
language courses in semester two. Core 
French students challenged the A2 level, 
Extended French   challenged the B1 
level, and French Immersion students 
challenged the B2 level.  
 
Over the past three years, the OCDSB 
has been engaged in an extensive 
review of its French as a Second 
Language Programs. One of the 
recommendations emerging from the 
review was to investigate the feasibility 
of implementing a French proficiency 
test at the end of Grade 12. The 
OCDSB has been identified as the lead 
board for a province-wide research 
project designed to explore the use of a 
Grade 12 French proficiency test as a 
means of supporting FSL instructional 
practices, improving FSL program 
outcomes, and motivating students to 
continue their studies in French. 
 

Hands on cultural Spanish Field tr ip 
a success 
 
On April 20th 2010, the students of 
Level 3 Spanish took part in a cultural 
hands-on activity for a whole afternoon. 
The field trip began with the group 
walking to a community centre to 
attend a Mexican Cooking class, taught 
by a Mexican chef named Maria. All 
the discussions between the students 
and the professionals were in Spanish. 
The students were divided into 3 groups 
with one group responsible for 
preparing appetizers, a second group 
preparing the main course and the third 
group preparing dessert. With the help 
of their colleagues and the cooks, each 
group contributed to the preparation of 
a delicious meal that everyone enjoyed 
at the end of the activity. Some of the 
foods that the students cooked were 
Mexican Rice and Meatballs, “Sweet 
cookies” , Salsa, Guacamole and much 
more. The students then went to the 
Byward Market where they participated 
in a scavenger hunt. The objective was 
to discover more about the Spanish & 

Latin community. Overall, it was a 
great success with the students and their 
teacher learning different skills and 
sharing a cultural day together.

All students eligible to write the 
Ontario Secondary School Literary Test 

(OSSLT) completed this provincial 
evaluation on April 8th.   Grade 10 
students did practice tests during their 
English classes, either first or second 
semester; other students writing the test 
were invited to additional help and 
review sessions prior to the March 
Break.  At-risk students had time to 
work one-on-one with teachers the 
week prior to the exam to review 
expectations and strategies.  Overall, 
Lisgar students were well prepared, and 
we predict a high success rate.  A 
special thanks to Mr. Chang, Ms. 
Cutts, Mr . McDonald, Mr. Grose, and 
the Literacy Committee for going above 
and beyond to help our students.

Math 

 

Did you know: “Five out of four people 
have a problem understanding math 
jokes!”  
 
But all joking aside, here are the most 
recent results for the Math Contests this 
year: 
Bailey Gu, Michael Zhu, and Jesse Wang 
tied for first place at Lisgar in the Pascal 
Contest.  Geoffry Song came first in the 
Cayley with a perfect score of 150, and 
Rutger Campbell placed first in the 
Fermat.  As a result, Rutgar has been 
invited to attend the annual Lloyd Auckland 
Invitational Mathematics Seminar at the 
University of Waterloo in June. 
 
Thirty-seven students wrote the AMC 12 
in February, and six qualified for the next 
level of competition, the American 
Invitational Mathematics Examination  
 
(AIME).  On March 31, Andrew Xue 
(our AMC 12 school champion), Rutger 
Campbell, Bailey Gu, Phillip Tsang, 
Matthew Farkas-Dyck, and Di Xiao 
spent 3 hours in the Conference Room 
tackling some very challenging 
mathematics problems.  The AIME is one 
of the most difficult math contests a high 
school student can write, and it is 
considered an honour just to take part in 
it.  Andrew Xue, once again, was our 
school champion in this contest, followed 
closely by Bailey Gu in second place (an 
interesting fact when you realize that 
Bailey is in grade 9!).

Yuhao Shi was awarded a summer 
research internship at the Ottawa 
Hospital Research Institute for his 
project entitled "A New Line on 
Coronary Artery Disease: Long 
Interspersed Nuclear Elements and their 
Connection to CAD". 
 
Bob Sun and Andrei Dan won fourth 
place in Eastern Ontario for their 
project "Concerning the Elucidation of 
MAMSTR Function in Skeletal Muscle 
Development.  They will share a $750 
prize for their efforts.  In addition, 
Andrei was awarded a summer research 
internship at the University of Ottawa 
Heart Institute. 
 

Emma Graham won first place in 
Eastern Ontario for her project 
"Imidacloprid CYP450 Pesticide 
Synergist from Dill Lowers Surface 
Runoff Toxicity".  This prize is worth 
$2000.  In addition, Emma was 
awarded 3 other prizes, including a 
$2800 scholarship at the University of 
Ottawa, a summer research internship at 
the University of Ottawa and a 
certificate from the Museum of Science 
and Technology for the most effective 
communication of science in her 
presentation.  Emma is now going to 
the National Competition on April 26th 
at the National Research Council, so 
she may earn more awards there.  
Emma is also one of sixteen of 
Canada’s brightest high school 
scientists who have been selected by 
Youth Science Canada to represent 
Canada at the Intel International 
Science and Engineering Fair (Intel 
ISEF) in San Jose California in May.  
Intel ISEF is the world’s largest science 
fair.  Congratulations Emma!

Library Report - A library without 
borders 
 
This semester, Lisgar Library reached 
out from its home in the North Building 
when Mr. Grose, the teacher-librarian, 
broadcast the “ Introduction to Using 
Databases in the Lisgar Library”  to Mr. 
Lesser’s BTT2O classes in the South 
Building using Adobe Breeze 
conferencing software licensed by the 
Ministry of Education.

Follow-up activities brought students to 
the library to use databases to expand 
their knowledge of issues related to 
information technology while practicing 
skills for improving reading 

comprehension. The databases are 
amongst the many resources linked to 
the library’s On-line Resources page 
(http://lisgar.ca/library/resources.html). 
Several new links have recently added 
to that page including the complete 
Official Histories of the Department of 
National Defence and the Canadian 
Forces (http://www.cmp-
cpm.forces.gc.ca/dhh-dhp/his/oh-
ho/index-eng.asp) and a collection of 
links for “Research on Canadian First 
Nations Culture and History.”   
 
Despite increasing reliance on computer 
technology, book circulation at the 
Lisgar Library for the school year to 
date is up by 10% over last year and 
27% over the year before.  The most 
popular books in terms of circulation 
are Don’ t sweat the small stuff for teens 
by Richard Carlson and A child called 
“ it” :  one child’s courage to survive by 

David J. Pelzer.  These are both books 
on a reading list for Mr. Grill’ s 
Leadership class where the students are 
sharing their responses to their reading 
with their peers using a Wikki that has 
been set up for the class.  Next in 
popularity are New Moon, Breaking 
Dawn and Eclipse by Stephanie Meyer 
followed by J.D. Salinger’s classic 
novel The Catcher in the Rye and the 
Alice Sebold novel The Lovely Bones. 
 
Many thanks to Jenny Chen, Merve 
Yilbas and Julia Wang for their after-
school help as Community Service 
volunteers keeping the library’s books 
and magazines in order. 
 

Social Science 
 
We are delighted to be hosting 2 student 
teachers from Ottawa U., Amanda Teer 
and David Nisbet, who have been very 
actively involved in school events. We 
thank them for all their contributions.  
Other recent guests have included Doug 
Ward, from Farm Radio International, 
speaking to Grade 12 World Issues 
students about the organization's 
development initiatives to 800,000 
farmers in west and east Africa.

For graduating students enrolled in 
night school courses, on-line courses, 
correspondence courses, or Saturday 
courses:  Information that you bring to 
us regarding these courses will be 
added to your OUAC or OCAS site.  It 
is imperative that you check your 
OUAC and/or OCAS site to ensure that 
ALL OF YOUR INFORMATION is 
correct.  Students are responsible for 
bringing their night school, on-line, 
correspondence, and Saturday school 
marks to their counsellor. 
 

Out-of-Province Applications 
 
Attention Graduating Students who 
have applied to an Out-of-Province 
Institution: 
 
This is a reminder to students to request 
their report cards be sent after each 
reporting period by completing a request 
form in the BLACK  BINDER in the 
Counselling Office.  All students who 
have applied to an out-of-province 
university/college must request their final 

transcript be mailed to those institutions.   
Please fill out a request form in the 
BLACK  BINDER on the reception desk 
in the Counselling Office. 
 

40 Hours  of Community Involvement: 
A Diploma Requirement 
 
All students must have completed their 40 
hours of volunteer community service in 
order to obtain their secondary school 
graduation diploma.  A student who does 
not quality for the diploma will not be 
eligible to take part in the commencement 
ceremonies.  All Grade 12 students 
graduating in June 2010, should have 
completed their hours already, and should 
have handed in their documentation to the 
main office.  Students should see their 
counsellor if they need further 
information. 
 
Lisgar students are encouraged to have 
their forty hours of community service 
finished BEFORE the end of Grade 10, 
because senior students are often busy 
with part-time jobs and other activities.

Please check this over carefully to be 
sure it is accurate.  In particular, check 
“Next Year Courses” to be sure that the 
courses shown are the ones that you still 
want.  If you need to make a change, 
(e.g.: change from academic level math 
to applied level math), be sure to see 
your counsellor before May 6th.  May 
6th is the deadline for any course 
changes for all of the 2010 - 2011 
school year. 
Graduating students should carefully 
check the number shown for 
“Community Involvement.”   All grade 
12 students should have finished their 
forty hours by now and have handed in 
the documentation to the Main Office. 
 
Graduating students should check all 
credit and course items carefully to see 
that they meet all graduating 
requirements.
